A. DRAMA

Q1- Postmodern Theater violates all the rules of decorum and etiquette set by the classical playwrights through its reliance on violence, unrefined language and acts, and on experiential rather than the identificational relationship between the audience and the stage. Comment. 
 
Q2- What are the major movements and techniques prevalent in Modern English Theater? 

B. NOVEL

Q1- Modernist Fiction is said to emerge due to the rise of individualism. Comment and illustrate with examples. 
 
Q2- In what way does Postmodern Novel replace Realism with multiple realities? 

C.POETRY
Q1- Archibald MacLeish states that a Modernist “poem should not mean but mean”. How do modernist poets decentralize meaning in their poems? 
Q2 Postmodern Poets experiment with new techniques to illustrate the major dilemmas they face in their poetry. Discuss with examples. 
D. LITERARY THEORY
Q1- What is the role of the unconscious in literary and critical analysis?
Q2- What distinctions can you draw between the following?
1- Historicism vs New Historicism
2- Russian Formalism vs New Criticism 
3- Marxist Ecocriticism vs Femenist Ecocriticism 
E. SHAKESPEARE
Q1- Comment on one of the following excerpts.
1. Renaissance, said critics, is the age of theater. How do playwrights like William Shakespeare contribute to the substantiation of a solid English stage? 

2. Shakespeare’s tragedies are divided into tragedies of thought and tragedies of mind. Elucidate with examples.
